Text Truth: Jeremiah helped people know God still loved them.	
Bible �Verse: I will write [my teaching] on their heart, and they will 

be my people. Jeremiah 31:33b
Bible Verse Paraphrase: God will teach His people. Jeremiah 31:33b

JEREMIAH 23; 30; 31; 33
For a long time, God was unhappy about the way His people 
were living. God did not like the way the leaders and priests and 
prophets had led the people away from God. God said that one day 
His people would return to the land and no longer be afraid.
  Jeremiah knew about God’s plans. Jeremiah told the people all 
the things God said. Jeremiah wanted the people to know God still 
loved them.
  God told Jeremiah to write on a scroll the things that would 
happen. God said He would be with the people and help them. 
God promised to bring people back to the land He had given their 
families and He would make their crops grow. The people would go 
to Jerusalem and worship God and thank Him.
  God knew the people were discouraged, but He promised to 
forgive them. God said, “You will be My people, and I will be your 
God. I have always loved you.”
  God wanted the people to sing for joy and praise Him. God said, 
“I sent you away from the land, but I will bring you back. I will 
make a new covenant with you and teach you.”
  Jeremiah told the people to have hope and call on God for help. 
The people would learn that God is good and His love is forever.
